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Archbishop Demetrios of America to Deliver Manolis Lectures at Patriarch Athenagoras Orthodox Institute

Berkeley, CA – His Eminence Archbishop Demetrios of America will deliver the Paul G. Manolis Distinguished Lecture Series of the PAOI on Thursday November 9 and Friday Nov. 10, 2006. The two lectures will be delivered at the Chapel of the Pacific School of Religion on the campus of the Graduate Theological Union beginning at 7:00 p.m. The titles of the lectures are: “The Many Languages of Prayer: Challenges and Opportunities,” and “The Human Body and Prayer: Challenges and Opportunities.”

Archbishop Demetrios was elected Archbishop of America on August 19, 1999 by the Holy and Sacred Synod of the Ecumenical Patriarchate of Constantinople. He was enthroned as the Primate of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of America on September 18, 1999. He is the sixth Archbishop of America since the Archdiocese was established in 1922.

Before his election, Archbishop Demetrios had served as Distinguished Professor of Biblical Studies and Christian Origins at Holy Cross Greek Orthodox School of Theology in Brookline, Massachusetts (1980-81, 83-93) and Visiting Professor of New Testament at Harvard Divinity School (1984-85, 88-89). He was ordained a deacon in 1960, a priest in 1964. He was elected Bishop of Vresthena in 1967 and elevated to the rank of Metropolitan in 1991. In November 2002, he was elected a member of the Academy of Athens.

He holds the Ph.D. from Harvard University (1972) and the Th.D. from the University of Athens (1977). He is the author of five major books: Authority and Passion (1987), The Transcendent God of Eugnostos (1991), Christ: The Pre-existing God (1992), The Fathers Interpret (1996), A Call to Faith (2004), and many articles, short studies, and translations. 

The Paul G. Manolis Lectures

This is the third distinguished lecture series delivered under their new name, honoring churchman, community leader, and Director of the Patriarch Athenagoras Orthodox Institute, Paul G. Manolis. The Distinguished Lecture series was inaugurated in 1988 as a way of bringing to Bay Area the best scholars from throughout the world to speak on topics of concern to the Orthodox Church. Many of the lectures have been published by InterOrthodox Press, the Institute’s publishing arm. The previous Distinguished Lecturers have been:  His Grace Bishop Kalistos Ware (1988), Rev.
