PAOI Course Offerings Fall 2007

BS-1170 Basic Modern Greek (Manolis) Days and Times to be determined

Introduction to basic grammar and vocabulary needed to begin reading and speaking Modern Greek. This course is a prerequisite for Basic Modern Greek II. Contact Professor Manolis for time of class @ pgmanolis@yahoo.com . This class will meet at PAOI.

HS-2757 Orthodox Christianity in America (Manolis) Days and Times to be determined

History and developments of Orthodox Chirstianity in America. Seminar.

HSLS-4676 Orthodox Liturgical Hymnology (Tarlson) Tuesday, 7:10 p.m – 9:40 p.m.

This survey of liturgical hymnology and related musical practices from the earliest times will identify the fundamental modal scale systems and their role in liturgy and daily services, sources, and usage of textual elements in the calendar of feasts and saints. Evaluation will be through two reflection papers on the role of hymnology in the eastern tradition and exegesis of a hymn of the church.

STHS-4320 Orthodox Theology Between East and West (Tibbs) Online
This course will review the origins and development of the apostolic, primitive church and patristic view, pursuing the western and eastern trajectories from a historical, theological, and practical perspective. Key topics will include comparative views of the creation, fall, free will, salvation as restoration and renewal, doctrine of God, apophatic tradition, ecclesiology, sacramentality, sanctity of time, Christology, pneumatology, mariology, saints, holiness, spiritual life and eschatology. The course is presented online using the GTU Blackboard system, which will feature reading assignments, online "lectures" and discussion groups, which the student will be expected to participate in several times during the week on his/her own schedule. The overall time commitment
will be comparable to a conventional "live" course. Evaluation method will be based on online discussion, class participation, and two reflection/research papers approximately 10 pages a piece in length.
STLS-4322 Orthodox Christian Theology of Person (Klentos) Tuesday, 2:10 p.m. – 5:00 p.m.

Using a combination of liturgical, patristic, and modern texts, this course will explore how the Eastern Orthodox Church understands the human person and the person's place in creation. Topics include creation according to God's image and likeness, the fall, salvation, and eschatological vocation. In addition to addressing the striking differences between traditional Eastern and Western understandings of the human person, it will also address areas such as salvation, the environment, gender, and sexuality. Liturgical texts offer a popular vision of the human situation and the Christian ideal. Ecumenical statements and modern writers bring traditional theological perspectives into dialogue with today's issues. Seminar format. Evaluation will be based on classroom participation, weekly written reflections, and one synthesis paper (presented to the class).

LSHS-4242 Liturgy of the Hours (Klentos) Thursday, 2:15 p.m. – 5:00 p.m.

Early Christian communities inherited daily patterns of prayer from their Jewish and pagan ancestors, adapting them to proclaim salvation, nurture faith, and sanctify life. This course studies the history and theology of daily prayer (morning, evening, and other prayers associated with the time of day) in Christian churches, also known as "Liturgy of the Hours" or "Daily Office." Traditions of particular churches--both Eastern and Western--are examined as historical case studies. Diversity of patterns among Monastic and Cathedral traditions receive special attention. The course surveys Early, Medieval, Reformed, and Modern practices. Student evaluation is based on active participation in class, visits to area liturgies (with an in-class report), and a final synthesis project or research paper (presented in class).

BS-2014 Intermediate Modern Greek (Manolis) Days and Times to be determined

HS-2753 The Byzantine Monastery (Thomas) Monday, 2:15 p.m.  – 5:00 p.m.

A survey of the institutions of Byzantine monasticism, including founders, patrons, monastic rules, organization, leadership, liturgy, finances and architecture from late antiquity to the 15th century. Lecture and seminar format. Evaluation on participation, in-class presentations, final synthesis.

LSHS-4675 Eastern Christian Liturgies (Klentos) Thursday, 9:40 a.m. – 12:30 p.m.

This course will introduce students to the fundamental elements of Eastern Christian worship. The survey will treat the distinct spirit of Eastern worship, the origins and development of the 7 extant eastern rites, and the physical setting and objects used by these traditions. The course will deal in detail with the most widely used eastern service, the Byzantine Eucharistic liturgy. The course will combine lecture and seminar discussion. Evaluation will be based on two in-class presentations and two written
assignments.

SPHS-2756 Orthodox Christian Spirituality (Tibbs) Saturday, 9:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m.
A general introduction to the broad themes of and major figures in Eastern Christian spiritual traditions. Working almost exclusively with primary texts (in English translation), students will encounter a wide range of traditions (Syrian, Greek, Armenian, and Slavic) from the second century to the present day. Format is seminar. Evaluation will be based on one in-class presentation and a final synthesis paper. The class meets on four Saturdays: 2/9, 2/22, 3/23, and 4/26; from 9:00am-5:00pm at PAOI.

SPHS- 4915 Orthodox Christian Spirituality (Klentos) Tuesday, 2:10 p.m. – 5:00 p.m.
